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“If Jesus says It’s impossible, It Is”
Luke 16:1-13
 
“What is Mammon?”
Because of the importance that Jesus has placed upon mammon and its association with evil spirits and its desire to capture the hearts of believer, I believe that it is important that you have clear understanding of how it may have already gained an advantage in your life as it relates to worship.  Mammon is not solely about money but simply put, it is about the worship of money, wealth and material possessions.  It is my hope that you will keep this fact sheet for reference in the future when you may need information and clarity regarding mammon and its possible impact on your spiritual life.
 
Fact # 1
Jesus taught about mammon so that believers would know the contrast between worship of the material world and the worship of God.
 
Fact # 2
When we envy other’s wealth or have anxiety over unmet needs, we become a clear target to allow mammon to move our trust in God to reliance upon material wealth
 
Fact#3 
Jesus admonishes us not to “store up” material wealth as if we are going to remain here.  He did not say having wealth is sinful.  
 
Fact #4
We came into this world with nothing and we will leave it with nothing.  Those who focus on how they will get rich fall into temptation and traps of the enemy in pursuit of riches to achieve happiness

The love of money is the root of all kinds of evil.  Many people will wander from faith in Jesus in pursuit of riches.  
 
Fact #6
Solomon, the richest man who ever lived said in Ecclesiastes 5:10 “Whoever loves money never has enough; whoever loves wealth is never satisfied with their income.  This too is meaningless”. 
 
Fact #7
Jesus rebuked the Pharisees who loved money saying “you are the ones who justify yourselves in the eyes of others, but God knows your hearts.  What people value highly is detestable in God’s sight”.
 
Fact #8
In the parable of the rich fool (Luke 12:13-21) tells the story of a rich man who loses his soul because he has not rich toward God.  
 
Fact #9
The deceitfulness of mammon has the ability to choke out the Word in a believer’s life and make it unfruitful and of no affect in Mark 4:19.
 
Fact #10
Jesus admonishes all believers to seek the kingdom of heaven first, (Matthew 6:19-34) and all of these things will be given to you.  Whenever we put God first he will supply everything that is lacking.
 
Fact #11
The true riches of heaven are the souls that are won through the investment of money to send the gospel message wherever it is needed.  That is the only wealth that will last for eternity. 

I would like to admonish you to the meditate on these facts about mammon and allow the Holy Spirit access to your heart to put a barricade up to protect you from the spirit of mammon.  The greatest prosperity you will ever know is a heart that is rich in faith and trust following the commands of Jesus.
