James 1:19 - 27 (Quick to Listen, Slow to Speak + Doers — not Hearers Only)

Review: V's 9 - 18
James 1: 9 - 11 (ESV)

¢ James warns that this life is fleeting. We are like the flowers and the grass...
e We are not to trust in this world nor it’s riches

(V11) “For the sun rises with its scorching heat and withers the grass; it’s flower falls. And it’s
beauty perishes, so also will the rich man fade away in the midst of his pursuits.”

» We must remember our Lord Jesus. Who for our sake became poor, hung on a cross,
so that we would be exalted with Him forever!

James 2: 5 (ESV)

James 1:12 -15 (ESV)
» Sin comes from inside us. It is our fault. Our own evil desires.
(Every temptation is an enticement of Satan... trying to drag us away from our Savior)

The bible says resist the devil and he will flee from you... The question is, how do I resist!

> Psalms 1:1 — 3 (NKJV) - (To meditate / To ponder by talking to himself)

James 1:16 — 18 (ESV)

¢ Do not be deceived, by trials and temptations... “Every good gift and every perfect gift
is from above.”

® “Of His own will He brought us forth by the word of truth.”



Tonight’s Text: James 1: 19 — 21 (ESV) Read
» Quick to hear (Listen), slow to speak... Slow to anger
Ecclesiastes 5: 1-2 (NKJV) Read
Proverbs 10: 19-21 (NKJV) Read... (V21 - Wisdom / Heart)

> | want to deal with this 3" thing...Slow to anger... there is something profound here!
(we will unpack this as we proceed)

V’s 20 -21 (NLT) “Human anger does not produce the righteousness God desires. So, get rid of
all the filth and evil in your lives. And humbly accept the word God planted in your hearts, for
it has the power to save your souls.”

¢ God has spoken a different word to us. A word planted in our hearts...
e A word of forgiveness, a word of grace, that brings about the righteousness of God...
e A Godly righteousness we are incapable to produce...

“We have been born to a new life, which is shaped by God’s Word of grace... Words of grace
that find themselves on our lips as the Spirit works through the Word implanted in our
hearts.”

Colossians 3: 1 — 11 (NLT) The Spirit showed me something | never saw before or realized.

“Since you have been raised to new life with Christ, set your sights on the realities of heaven,
where Christ sits in the place of honor at God’s right hand. Think about the things of heaven,
not the things of earth. For you died to this life, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.

And when Christ, who is your life, is revealed to the whole world, you will share in His glory.,

So put to death the sinful, earthly things lurking within you. Having nothing to do with
sexual immorality, impurity, lust, and evil desires. Don’t be greedy, for a greedy person is an
idolater, worshiping the things of this world. Because of these sins, the anger of God is
coming. You used to do these things when your life was still part of this world...” (V8)



(I want you to notice a break or a change of thought or direction in V8, | never noticed)

(V8) “But now is the time to get rid of anger, rage, malicious behavior, slander, and dirty
language. (V9) Don’t lie to each other, for you have stripped off your old sinful nature and all
its wicked deeds.”

(NKJV) V’s 5 -11 Read Colossians 1:5-11

Text James 1:22 -25 (ESV) Read

» We are able to be doers of the law, because of the implanted word in our hearts.

» Jesus kept the law on our behalf... when you are in Christ, He gives you credit for His
work.

> Hence the law of liberty, the perfect law. Kept and fulfilled by Christ Jesus!

V25 (another translation)

“But the man who looks intently into the perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do
this, not forgetting what he has heard, but doing it — he will be blessed in what he does.”
